MESIT expands testing facilities with equipment for measuring the acoustic properties of headsets
MESIT asd (MEMBER OF OMNIPOL GROUP) has expanded its development facilities with new equipment, the GRAS 45CB Acoustic Test Fixture, which enables precise measurement of acoustic parameters of headsets, hearing protectors, and headphones according to international standards. The 45CB simulates the human head and ear, including acoustic properties and temperature, allowing products to be tested under conditions very close to real use.
MESIT uses this new technology in the development of the M20A new generation headsets with ANR (Active Noise Reduction) function, which is being prepared for market launch. The company develops both headsets for vehicle communication systems and a lighter tactical version designed for infantry units. Accurate measurement of noise attenuation, voice transmission, and spatial perception of sound helps to fine-tune their design and parameters already in the early stages of development.
MESIT has many years of experience in the development and production of headsets. Their variants are used, for example, in armoured vehicles, tanks or special mobile units.
Headsets form an integral part of MESIT communication systems, especially intercoms, which ensure reliable voice communication for crews and connection to radios. The new testing equipment allows for even more precise evaluation of the functional properties of these systems as a whole. Furthermore, its design is intended for measurements at very high noise levels, including impulsive noises, without loss of measurement integrity. Thanks to this, MESIT can accurately evaluate the properties of headsets in extreme conditions and thus help improve product quality and their compliance with strict international standards. 
By installing the new device, MESIT further expanded its acoustic chamber and strengthened the infrastructure of specialized laboratories, which also includes the EMC laboratory and the durability and reliability laboratory for testing complex tactical communication systems.
